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Learner Covid-19 safety advice whilst on all Vision West Nottinghamshire College sites

· At all times whilst in the building and in the classroom / workshop, and all outdoor spaces, ensure that 2-metre social distance is strictly adhered to and this includes not walking together.

· Ensure that building one-way systems are followed. Some areas are two-way so you will need to keep to the left-hand side of the corridor. Signage will identify whether routes are one-way or two-way.

· Under no circumstances should more than one person travel in a lift, and this is prioritised for designated persons; please use the stairs to navigate the building.

· When in the classroom, ensure you adhere to a 2-metre distance from others; this includes not relocating chairs or moving tables.

· Do not take furniture that has been taped-off to use; it has been taken out of use to ensure safe maximum capacity of areas.

· Bring your own stationary into college; if this is an issue please liaise with your personal tutor. 

· Frequently washing your hands with soap and water is paramount; hand sanitiser stations are also located throughout the building where there are not hand washing facilities nearby. 

· Wash your hands for 20 second with soap and water, remembering the importance of proper drying:

· Before leaving home;

· On arrival at college;

· After using the toilet;

· After breaks / sporting activities;

· before and after leaving the workshop / classroom;

· before food preparation;

· before eating any food (including snacks);

· if you sneeze or cough into your hands, or your hands become contaminated;

· before leaving college.

· Workshop stores must only be accessed by one person at a time (see your tutor for further guidance).

· Changing room / facilities must only be accessed by one person at a time.

· Workshops / classrooms will be supervised and monitored, where deliberate infringements to social distancing are identified, then disciplinary procedure will be instigated.
· Remember government advice:
· Avoid touching eyes, nose and mouth with unwashed hands. Wash hands immediately after doing so.
· Catch it, Bin it, Kill it. Cover cough / sneeze with tissue, throwing tissue in the bin and washing hands.
What we are doing for you:

· Increased cleaning regimes in place;

· Additional hand sanitiser stations around all sites;

· Resources to support self-cleaning of areas / equipment / tools;

· Reduced footfall allowed on-site to support your social distancing;

· Reconfiguration of work and learning environments, including communal areas to support social distancing;

· Reconfiguration of sanitary facilities to support social distancing;

· Clear signage displayed around all sites to aid your safe movement, including floor markings;

· Bagged lunch available to support your welfare whilst maintaining stringent food hygiene measures;
· Regular communication on emerging Government advice that will have an impact on your learning experience.

If you have, or if someone you live with has any of the following symptoms:
